Only one offers the added 
star power of one of London’s most famous 
landmarks - Battersea Power Station, a 
world-class event venue.

The full 38-acre site includes two tarmac 
Showgrounds with the awe-inspiring scale 
of the Power Station as an unforgettable 
backdrop. The sellout Red Bull X-Fighters 
World Tour stops at only six world cities. 
The Battersea Showground was its London 
home in 2009 and 2010, accommodating 
28,000-capacity seated stadium in 2010 for 
the live and televised event.

The hugely popular Freeze Snow & Music 
Festival has just completed its third year 
at the Showground. This is both a live 
and televised event, Freeze is an FIS LG 
Snowboard World Cup event drawing the 
world’s best snowboarders and ski- 
jumpers, and big-name music acts.   

In 2010 the unique Boiler House venue 
inside the Power Station opened the doors 
to indoor events.  A host of stars have since 
enjoyed the venue’s unique visual spectacle 
including: Leonardo Di Caprio, 
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Dame Judi Dench, Sir Paul McCartney, Kevin Spacey, 
Stephen Fry, Sir Bob Geldof and Prime Minister David 
Cameron, Roger Daltrey, Roger Taylor, Brian May and 
Alexandra Burke.

The 1,000-capacity venue has hosted some glittering 
recent events including the UK premiere afterparty for 

blockbuster Inception, the Old Vic Theatre summer party, 
the televised Conservative election manifesto launch, 
2010 Virgin Travel Awards, and the exclusive UK launch 
of record breaking computer game Call of Duty; 
Black Ops.
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The South Showground prepares for the opening Friday of Freeze 2010 with an Olympic-size 
ski-jump in place and the capacity of its main stage big top raised to 15,000 for 2010.
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The 1930’s former coal-fired Power Station, designed by Sir Giles Gilbert 
Scott, once supplied more than 20% of the capital’s electricity. It has now been 
27 years since it was decommissioned. In an historic decision for London,

It will house zero 
carbon office space and a Combined Cooling Heat and Power plant  run on 
bio-fuels. It will vent water vapour through two of the original chimneys. 

Rob Tinckell, managing director of Treasury Holdings UK explains: “The front 
two chimneys are going to be used for exhausting water vapour from our new 
bio-fuel powered energy centre, so actually Battersea Power Station will be 
producing energy once again, but this time it will be green energy.”
